Thank you for registering your child for the 2012-2013 school year.  Please read the following 
instructions carefully, as your child’s placement depends upon properly fulfilling registration 
requirements! 
 
Our lottery style registration for new families will start Saturday January 7th.  The lottery will be 
held on January 21st and you will be notified via phone call/email of our child’s placement. 
Registration after this date will be first come - first serve depending on openings.  The enclosed 
application form must be filled out in its entirety and returned with a $50 non-refundable 
registration fee.  Your child will not be registered if the form is incomplete or if the form 
and/or fee are not received by the deadline.  The class selection should include a first and 
second choice.  If your first choice is filled and you do not provide an alternate choice, your child 
will not be enrolled but will be placed on the waiting list for the class you selected. You should 
base your class selection upon the day and time of the class rather than based upon the teacher, 
as the teacher is subject to change.   
 
The application and registration fee may be mailed to the PO Box listed below. 
 
As a reference for financial planning, tuition rates for the 2011-2012 school year are listed 
below. These rates will increase slightly for the 2012-2013 school year.   

2 Days: $1035 ($258.75 per quarter) 
3 Days: $1540 ($385.00 per quarter) 
4 Days: $1930 ($482.50 per quarter) 
5 Days: $2155 ($538.75 per quarter)

TVN Class Descriptions 
 
 

 
3-Year-Old Program 
Our 3-year-old program highlights developing social skills and promoting independence 
throughout the school day, from playing with peers to sitting and listening during  circle time. 
Curriculum is thematically based, exploring concepts that include, but are not limited to: the 
seasons, colors, numbers, shapes and letter/number recognition.  
 
3-year-old, 2-day class 
Class will be held TTH 9:10-11:40*. 
 
3-year-old, 3-day class 
Class will be held MWF 9:10-11:40*.  
 
*In January, dismissal for both classes will be at 12:10, increasing the school day by a ½ hour. 
 
 
 
4-Year-Old Program 
The focus of our 4-year-old program is to develop social and pre-academic skills, while 
supporting students as they learn to listen, share and interact within a classroom community. 
Students will learn through a thematically based curriculum, where teachers develop activities 
around a specific topic, theme, or question. Students will be introduced to letters/letter 
sounds/letter formation, as well as topics in math, social studies, science and literacy in a 
developmentally appropriate manner.  Overall, students will learn skills to prepare them for 
kindergarten. 
 
4-year-old, 4-day classes 
Class will be held M-TH 9:10-12:10 or M-TH 9:20-12:20. 
 
4/5-year old, 5-day class 
Class will be held M-F 9:20-12:20.
